The Referees Association help with training, retention and advice for referees...but do you

realise what'’s involved for the referee?

Let’s follow the referee through just one appointment...

® The referee gives details, by post, of his/her availability to the County FA, and directly to
Senior Leagues...having cleared these with work & the family!

® The referee acknowledges acceptance of the fixture from the league, by post.

® The referee continues to train, attend meetings & seminars.

® The referee continues with work & family life!

® The referee receives ground directions from the home club, and thinks through travel plans.

® The referee prepares the match-day kit...boots and all.

® The referee travels to the ground in enough time to ensure the ground is suitable etc.

® The referee administers any pre-match problems.

® The referee ends the game and heads for home.

® The referee must write out a disciplinary report form, in duplicate, for each caution, each
sending off, and every example of misconduct. All reports must show times, names, venue,
teams, and describe fully the exact details of the misconduct....and the referee must have
it in the post by Monday!

This weekly cycle continues...however, I'd ask you to think about the pressures the referee

faces at the ground. Increasing number of very experienced referees are leaving the game,

and not being replaced in the same quantity.

Do you realise that the vast majority of referees leaving the game are doing so because of

pressures placed on them AT THE GAME?

The referee accepts all the extremely time consuming tasks listed above, (some more readily

than others,) but all accept the duties.

Do you realise that many referees who have decided to‘call it a day’have done so because of...

Being physically assaulted at the game.

Being threatened with violence at the game.

Being verbally abused at the game.

Being racially abused at the game.

What would you do?

Do you realise that these referees speak, just as you do, about their love for the game?

Do you realise that the next referee at your game could be one incident away from waving

the game goodbye?

We all have a responsibility to ensure that everyone, at every game, enjoys their

football.

Football is opposed to discrimination of any form and will promote measures to prevent it, in whatever form,
from being expressed.
Participants
Football recognises the sense of ownership felt by those who participate at all levels of the game.This
includes those who play, those who coach or help in any way, and those who officiate, as well as
administrators and supporters. Football is committed to appropriate consultation.
Young People
Football acknowledges the extent of its influence over young people and pledges to set a positive example.
Propriety
Football acknowledges that public confidence demands the highest standards of financial and
administrative behaviour within the game, and will not tolerate corruption or improper practices.
Trust and Respect
Football will uphold a relationship of trust and respect between all involved in the game, whether they are
individuals, clubs or other organisations.
Violence
Football rejects the use of violence of any nature by anyone involved in the game.
Fairness
Football is committed to fairness in its dealings with all involved in the game.
Integrity and Fair Play
Football is committed to the principle of playing to win consistent with Fair Play.
